C Why do we have a program?

C Safety to faculty, staff and students

C TxState is a large quantity generator
C (>2200 Ib/month or >2.2 Ib/month for acute hazardous, P-listed)

C A Satellite Accumulation Area is a storage location at or
near any point of generation where hazardous wastes
initially accumulate.

C SAA have a limit on the amount of waste that can be
accumulated

C Regulation says 55 gallons, Texas State Program says 30
gallons

C There are about 30 SAA locations on campus

TEXAS -
SAWATE Waste Characterization

C What happens to your waste once it is
picked up?

C We take it to our Central Accumulation Area (CAA)
C We conduct field tests for characterization

C We assign a Texas Waste Code to the waste label
C We store each waste by its waste code

C We keep a weekly pickup inventory and running
iInventory of the waste in the CAA.

C All wastes are classified as Hazardous or Class 1
